The AKC Canine Health Foundation® (CHF) has invested over $5.39M in canine health research at Minnesota
institutions statewide through the support of 66 projects, research grants, and educational studies to benefit dogs.
This research has spanned topics related to general canine health and pain management, reproductive conditions
and disease, blood disorders, dermatology and allergic disease, endocrinology, epilepsy, gastrointestinal disease,
kidney, and urological disease, musculoskeletal conditions and disease, neurology, oncology including
hemangiosarcoma, lymphoma, osteosarcoma, and immunology and infectious disease at the Minnesota
Department of Health and the University of Minnesota. There are currently 6 active grants which include a new
pain management technique for abdominal surgery in dogs, identifying the disease-defining autoantibodies in
canine Addison's disease, and the immune and molecular landscape of canine osteosarcoma. CHF prioritizes a One
Health and comparative medicine research approach to diagnose and treat health conditions that affect both ends

of the leash while advancing canine health for all dogs.
